The 
villagers use snow machines and 4 wheelers for transportation, 
and with this extreme cold they were impossible or very difficult 
to start. Even in the dark, snow and cold people came from all 
over the village to hear what God had placed upon Terry’s heart 
to share with them. 
 
Mid January took us to southern Florida for previously scheduled itineration services. 
What a shock it was on our systems to go from the sub-zero temperatures to 80 degrees 
above. God is so awesome! He has taken us from Alaska to Kansas, Oklahoma, Texas 
and Florida. We always meet so many new people that are excited to get involved with   
Alaska missions. 
Home for 1 day and off we went to Fairbanks. A supporting church had their annual 
mission’s emphasis Sunday. We were privileged to represent Alaska and hear from 
other missionaries around the world. 
 
In between all of the times represented above time has been spent with area pastors 
planning and strategizing Voice to the Village. They are gearing up, getting ready, 
making plans to broadcast their services into un-pastored villages.
