This is an opportunity of serving the Lord in a very meaningful and 
productive way, becoming a part of a missions effort, and at the same time enjoying the 
magnificent state of Alaska.  With all its grand beauty, majesty, wildlife, sports (fishing 
for instance), sightseeing, and cross-cultural heritage, you will not want to miss a single 
minute of this time.  Alaska is so vast that a single description will not suffice to wet your 
appetite.  Each geographical area will have it own unique beauty, brash harshness, ethnic 
flavor, fishing and sightseeing.  Alaska is a diverse and fascinating state!  

Some interesting facts to learn about Alaska:
¥ You will find many varied Alaskan Native peoples, each with their own rich 

culture and heritage.
¥ It is the 49th State of the United States! larger than Spain, France & Germany 

combined!
¥ It covers a vast 586,412 square miles.
¥ The heaviest snowfall in Alaska! Thompson pass with 974.5 inches.
¥ Tallest mountain is Mount McKinley at 20,320 feet.
¥ Largest natural freshwater lake in Alaska is Lake Iliamna at 1,150 sq. miles.
¥ Longest river is the Yukon River at 1,400 miles in Alaska! 1875 total.
¥ Largest glacier is the Bering Glacier at 2,250 sq. miles.
¥ WorldÕs largest concentration of bald eagles along the Chilkat River north of 

Haines with more than 3,500 bald eagles gathering in the fall and winter 
months.

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Suggested Policy For Ministry Personnel

 To fulfill your goals and those of the Alaska District, Alaska Assemblies of God 
Missions, Camp Agaiutim Nune and to make your trip as meaningful and enjoyable as 
possible, we would like to stress these factors: cooperation, coordination and conduct.  
These are not rules, nor are they absolutes! simply suggestions that we trust will bring the 
greatest fulfillment to the project and to you.

I. COOPERATION with District, Missions and Camp leadership is always 
necessary.  While the leadership may not always be right on a given issue, he/they  
do understand much about Alaska and living within its varies cultures and 
climates.  Share their burden that the Holy Spirit has given them.

II. COORDINATION with the District, Missions and Camp leadership is crucial.  
A lot of responsibility for the project and its ministry rests upon them.  The 
District, Missions and Camp leadership will exercise final coordination and 
approval for all parts of the project.  The District, Missions and Camp leadership 
will work hand and hand with the each member of the team to provide them with 
as much detail and planning for the project as possible.  It is expected that each 
member of the camp team will reciprocate the same.  Each Camp A.N. team 
member is expected to follow closely the instructions and directions given to them 
by the Camp Director.  In this you will find safety from situations that you may 
not understand or of which you may not be aware, and you will find efficiency to 
accomplish the task in the best way possible. Working together, AlaskaÕs unique 
techniques and opportunities will provide for a great time enjoyed by all.

III. CONDUCT is always important and a positive attitude is vital to ensure a joyful 
and successful trip and project.  Here are a few suggestions:

A. GENERAL ATTITUDE:  A Christ-like and friendly attitude is always 
acceptable, especially under pressure.  Being away from home, spouse, 
family, and familiar surroundings can create what is called Òculture shockÓ 
many times manifested by a grouchy, short-tempered spirit.  Sometimes 
foods that may not be to our exact liking, poor sleeping arrangements and 
pressure of the constant presence of others and a push to get the job done, 
can cause irritation.  Each day pray that the Lord will keep each team 
member in harmony throughout the camp.  All the pleasant memories can 
be dimmed and overshadowed by one bad attitude in the group.

B. BE FLEXIBLE:  We do our best to plan in detail, but many 
circumstances we cannot foresee cause changes.  AlaskaÕs weather, 
shipping, unique project problems sometimes demands last minute 
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changes.   Roll with the punches of the day and enjoy whatever is 
assigned. 

C. DRESS:  AlaskaÕs bush standard of dress is very relaxed.  It is usually 
determined by weather and the remoteness of the project.  For the most 
part everyday work dress would be sturdy work clothes such as jeans, 
khaki style work clothes, flannel shirts, sweats shirts, etc.  Warm socks 
and a warm jacket should be packed as usually cool weather may be 
encountered.  Rain gear is nearly always a must and often rubber knee 
boots are very useful. A cap or hat may be needed.  For camp services, 
casual pants or jeans and shirt are the order of the day.

D. PERSONAL CONDUCT:  At all times, conduct yourself as Christian 
men and women.  Tobacco of any kind, ÒlanguageÓ, habits that do not 
glorify God, disrespect to leadership, team member, local person, or host 
will not be tolerated.  Remember at all times we are representing your 
local church, the Assemblies of God, Camp AN, and above all!  Jesus 
Christ. 

IV. GET ACQUAINTED:  The better we know each other, the more we will 
appreciate each other and be able to share our concerns and reach our goals.  
Include everyone in the group as much as possible and get to know the Camp AN 
team members and campers.  Working among AlaskaÕs Native villagers, you will 
find the people and their culture to be of great interest.

V. YOUR HOST:  The Camp Director, Missionaries Jim and Linda Schulz, will 
serve as you camp host.  While all the comforts of home will not be afforded to 
you in this rugged camp setting, you will be made welcome, wanted, and every 
effort to make you comfortable will be made.  Because we will be working and 
living in close quarters, a remote location, without many ÒconvenienceÓ, the 
following suggestions are offered:

A.  Make no demands -- only requests.  Your host will be happy to make you 
as comfortable as possible.

B.  Respect all members of the Camp team as well as each camper.

C.  Cooperate with the Camp schedule! always fit in.

D.  If everything is not satisfactory, try to adjust.

E. If you are you having difficulty with the Camp ÒaccommodationsÓ or any 
part of the Camp program do not complain to others, speak directly to 
your Camp Host/Director.
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F. Uplift the workers and campers around you.  Encourage them spiritually.  
You never know what struggles they may be going through.  Pray with 
them, enriching their lives.  You have just made a friend for life.

VI. BE ACCOUNTABLE:  When you desire to leave the campsite, please let the 
Camp Director know.  It is helpful to get permissions first.  Please make yourself 
amenable to leadership at all times.  This is pleasing to the Lord, helps keep the 
project going, and ensures a good and safe camp for all.

VII. SCHEDULING:  

A. Each day, know and participate in the scheduled activities.
B. Participate in each mealtime.  It makes for great relationships with the 

campers and workers and helps the camp cook to know how many she will 
be cooking for.

C. Because of the nature and remote location of the camp, there are no Òoff-
hours.Ó  To properly care for the many campers, ensuring their safety 
physically and spiritually, and for the physical needs of the camp, you are 
on duty 24 hours each day.

VIII. TRANSPORTATION:  Each Camp A.N. worker is responsible for their own 
transportation from their home to the village of Emmonak, Alaska and return.  
The Camp will provide boat transportation from Emmonak to the camp and 
return.

IX. SIGHTSEEING:  Each person or group may choose sightseeing activities as 
desired.  These activities should be done prior to coming to the camp or following 
their time at camp.  A list of sightseeing activities and places will be enclosed.

X. PROJECT:  At the conclusion of this document you will be provided with a 
complete description of the work you will be doing.  If you are providing finances 
for the camp it is best if the money can be sent well ahead as materials must be 
ordered and shipped, many times, months in advance.  Please do your best on the 
project assigned to you.  For the most part, others will have preceded you or will 
follow you.  Leave the camp in good shape, having followed closely the Camp 
DirectorÕs directions and project plans.  This will ensure a good camp for those 
who may follow you.

XI. MAPS:  Each project should be cleared by the Alaska leadership and the MAPS 
office.  MAPS has notified us that churches wishing to receive World Ministries 
Giving credit can receive it when the project, the MAPS team (church) and the 
finances have been cleared and processed with the MAPS office (1445 Boonville 
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Ave., Springfield, MO  65802).  Insurance is also available through the MAPS 
office.

XII. MINISTRY TOOLS AND EQUIPMENT:  Mark and be responsible for your 
equipment.  The project may have tools and equipment available, and you are 
welcome to use them.  Take good care of them so that they can be used by others 
as well.  Contact the Camp Director for specifics on tools and equipment that will 
be needed for your project assignment.

XIII. REPORT:  any accident or illness immediately to the Camp nurse and director.  
Each team member should provide Camp nurse or director with any health 
information necessary before beginning the trip.

XIV. ARRIVALS AND DEPARTURES:  Notify the Camp Director of your arrival 
and departure time into Anchorage Alaska and whether or not you will need to be 
met at the airport and have overnight accommodations before traveling to the 
village of Emmonak.

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Sightseeing

 With every part of Alaska full of marvelous sights, it would be difficult to include 
them all.  Most flights into Alaska come through Anchorage and team members often 
overnight in Anchorage before going to or returning from their project.  An extra day or 
two will prove to be a great adventure.  Included here are sights to be enjoyed around and 
in Anchorage.  Local sightseeing will be included as an extra, depending on the area of 
your project.

Anchorage

Anchorage Bureau Log Cabin Information Center provides a great starting place.  
Complete information on the region can be obtained here.

Anchorage Museum traces 10,000 years of Alaskan history.

Earthquake Park, where you can view the damage and learn of the strongest earthquake 
to hit America.

Experience Theater, where you will relive the 1964 earthquake

Eklutna Village Historical Park where you will see the colorful spirit houses of the 
Athabascan Indians.

Turnagain Arm, south out of Anchorage where sheep, moose, whales, birds can be seen 
and sport salmon fishing in season is plentiful.  The view of the Turnagain Arm/Cook 
Inlet is gorgeous, and the mountain ranges are magnificent.

Girdwood is home of Alyeska Ski Resort and Village.  At Crow Creek, visit the 1888 
gold mine and pan for your own gold.

Portage Glacier, where many glaciers, icebergs, a fascinating display of the history and 
movement of the glaciers and an excellent award-winning documentary film (a must) can 
be seen in Begich/Boggs Visitor Center at the glacier.
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Kenai Peninsula

From the glacier, drive around the tip of Turnagain Arm, over Turnagain pass and 
though grand and majestic mountains and on to the Kenai Peninsula.  The Kenai 
Peninsula is home of world famous salmon fishing.  Many forms of wildlife are often 
seen on this drive.

Longer trips

Longer excursions can be taken to Prince William Sound and its glacial waters.

Valdez is the terminus of the 800-mile Alaska oil pipeline.  The views driving over 
Thompson pass are exhilarating.

Denali National Park, or Mount McKinley, as it is also known, is a view and trip worth 
the taking.  It is a 4-5 hour drive north of Anchorage, and the mountains, wildlife, and 
scenery leave all who visit it in awe.

Hatcher Pass, north out of Anchorage, is a spectacular drive that takes pretty much the 
whole day.  A great trip for scenery and picnicking.

Fishing is always one of the great experiences of Alaska.  Of course, your success at 
catching salmon will depend largely upon the time of your trip.  As all true fisherman 
know, fishing varies from day to day, and your prize catch is dependent upon when the 
fish are running.  Fishing the Kenai is a favorite.  However, it is also known as combat 
fishing.  Because it is accessible from Anchorage by road, many tourists and local 
Alaskans fish the rivers of the Kenai Peninsula.  Charter boats are available and often do 
quite well.  Charter flights are also available to the more remote and inaccessible areas.  
A valid Alaskan fishing license and salmon stamp is required.

Sightseeing in your project area
Arrangements for local sightseeing should be made through the Camp Director.

Sightseeing in the Yukon Delta will be a totally different kind of experience.  There will 
not be any sightseeing spots as such to see.  However, you will be with AlaskaÕs Yupik 
Eskimo peoples, in their village, and the camp itself will be set in their culture to some 
extent.  The camp will be right off the historic Yukon River over which most of the boat 
travel to the camp will be.

WHAT YOU 
SHOULD AND SHOULD NOT 

BRING:
1. Three or four complete changes of clothing (for camp workers staying longer 
 than one week, laundry facilities will be provided.)
2. Coat (temps will be from mid- 30’s to 70 as well as the boat ride to and from 

camp), work gloves, good support work shoes and/or tennis shoes, rubber 
boots, rain coat (and rain paints if desired), swimsuit, cap or hat. 

3. A single bed size air mattress.  I recommend the inflatable ones that are like a
  single size single mattress with velour on one side, a mattress pad is a necessity, a
 warm sleeping bag (with a comfort range of 0-30 o), and a pillow.
4. Personal hygiene items: Soap, shampoo, toothbrush, toothpaste, washcloth,
  towel, Kleenex, insect repellent (recommend Muskoil or Cutters repellent), large
 plastic bags for dirty laundry.  Do not bring any thing that requires electricity.
5. Personal medications. Please notify Camp Director and Camp Nurse of any 

potential health problems, including medications you may be taking.  Please 
bring full instructions for all medications.

6. DO NOT BRING FIRE ARMS, LARGE KNIVES (All coaches must turn in all 
knives during camp), caution is given to bringing a lot of personal items, and

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YOUR ASSIGNMENT: 
Your assignment will be camp workers.  

Careful attention and supervision must be given to the health, safety, and general welfare 
of all campers.  Your responsibilities will be, depending on needs and your MAPS 
approval, to serve as camp workerÑhelping with boys/girls coach, in the kitchen and 
meal time, and assist with activities and general help.

Please, please be in prayer for the needs of the camp and for the spiritual impact that 
needs to happen in the lives of the youth and families in our villages.

No worker will 
 be allowed on the campus without the applications form, screening form and 
 background check being completed.
4.         Worker must have a personal financial basis for his/her travel and personal 

expenses to and from camp.
5. It is recommended by the World Health Organization and the 

state of Alaska that all visiting Alaska, and particularly western 
Alaska (this is where the camp is) have both Hepititas A&B shots.

GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES

1. To work in a harmonious relationship with the camp director and all other camp 
 workers.

2. To gladly fulfill assignments that may be given. 

3. If assigned to be a dorm coach, to provide devotions, general oversight of 
 assigned campers, and to know the whereabouts of all assigned campers at all 
 times.

4. Report all illnesses and accidents to the Camp Nurse and Director immediately.

5. To participate in all classes, services, and events.

6. Dress code will consist of dressing appropriately for a rustic camp environment

                                  Camp Agaiutim Nune?

               ... Or is it?

Camp Agaiutim Nune is on the Akularak River approximately 15-20 miles up the Yukon 
River from the village of Emmonak.  It is set in a beautiful natural setting in a totally 
undeveloped area of the Yukon Delta area.  There is no electricity, running water or 
sewer, telephones, stores, or any other convinces in the area.  The camp has its own 
generator with limited electricity.   All of our supplies and equipment are shipped into the 
village of Emmonak then taken the 15-20 miles by boat to the campsite.  All drinking 
water must be brought in from the village of Emmonak also.  Our only neighbors are a 
handful of fish camps and the wildlife of the area.

It is a rustic camp using tents for all of its facilities.  A large 2,012 sq. ft. tent will serve as 
the main assembly room and dinning hall.  A second large tent (1,100 sq. ft.) is also used.  
Four large tents (over 500 sq. ft. each) provide dormitory facilities.  There are 7 other 
tents of various sizes that are used as needed.  
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HOW TO GET THERE or travel informationÑIMPORTANT TRAVEL 
INFORMATION

ÒFortunately,Ó you cannot directly get to Camp A.N. by driving from where you are.  Part 
of the beauty of Camp A.N. is its absolute remoteness.  It can only be reached by air and 
boat.

Plan your travel into Anchorage through your local travel agent--arriving in Anchorage 
one day before your scheduled date of arrival into the village of Emmonak.  Over night 
accommodations will be provided in private homes unless you specifically instruct 
otherwise.  There are two ways to reach Emmonak:

Alaska Airlines !  Flying with Alaska Airlines from Anchorage to Bethel Alaska, 
usually requires a layover in Bethel, then flying with Grant Aviation from Bethel to 
EmmonakÑ http://www.flygrant.com/.  And, of course, return in reverse order. 
Reservations for Alaska Airlines can be made at 1-(800) 426-0333 or through your 
ticket agent.

Frontier Flying—Frontier Flying now offers flights from Anchorage to Emmonak and 
return.  Frontier flies Monday through Friday from Anchorage to Emmonak with a brief 
stop in St. Marys. You can contact them for scheduling at: 1-800-478-6779.  Their 
baggage limit is 70 pounds. You can check current schedules, weight limits and prices at 
www.frontierflying.com 

A note about luggage weight limits with Grant Aviation.  You are limited to 40 pounds 
total, including hand carry, when flying with Grant Aviation.  Flying with Alaska Airlines 
you are on a 737 jet with two pieces at 50 pounds and a carry on.  But when you get to 
Bethel and transfer to Grant Aviation you will be charged extra per pound for over weight 
luggage.  Using the above web sites please check current weight limits and number 
of pieces you can check. It is best to ship the bulk of your personal effects VIA parcel 
post mail directly to:  Yukon Delta Assembly of God, Box 145, Emmonak, AK   
99581, Atten: (Your Name)-Camp AN.  You should allow at least four weeks for 
delivery.  This would allow you to travel with only a small 
bag that could take care of your personal needs until you 
arrive at camp and gain possession of your shipped 
supplies.  

Upon arrival in Emmonak, be prepared to walk 
(possibly muddy conditions) into the village (aprox 1 ! 
miles) to the Assembly of God church where you will wait to be picked up by the camp

The 
pastor, at the conclusion of the interview, will sign the Application for Children’s/Youth 
Work showing that he/she has interviewed the applicant and indicating the results of that 
interview.

The Primary Screening Form is to be kept in a confidential file in the local church.  The 
Application for Children’s/Youth Work is to be returned to camp director for camp 
files.   The local pastor may make a copy of this application for their records.   The 
Primary Screening Form is to be kept confidential at all times.  Only the pastor and 
those responsible for screening children/youth workers should be allowed access to this 
file.
